Shot down on May 19, 1967, Patterson remained in contact with US forces until at
least May 21, 1967 and was last reported alive near Dong Danh hamlet, Thuong
Thien Village, Kim Boi District, Hoa Binh Province (later called Ha Son Binh).

Lt. Patterson had a broken leg when captured or killed in this area. His
Identification and Geneva Conventions Cards were returned by Vietnam in 1985.

Information later suggested that Patterson had been taken by Soviet officials to a
military research facility in Priozersk, Kazakhstan, then part of the Soviet Union.

Additional information sought includes:

1) witnesses to his capture or burial in Vietnam,;

2) photos reportedly taken of him by Vietnamese district officials after capture;
3) witnesses who transported him to Hanoi or guarded him in a prison there or
elsewhere in Vietnam;

4) doctors who treated his broken leg along the route to Hanoi;



5) witnesses, Vietnamese or Russian, who saw him taken out of Vietnam by
Russian transport;

6) Russian witnesses involved in transporting him to Kazakhstan;

7) the Russian family or person of Vladislav Timaschov, once a major in the First
Chief Directorate;

8) Russian or Kazakh citizens who saw him in Alma Ata, Saryshagansk, or
Priozersk, Kazakhstan.

9) The family especially seeks the woman who was 13-years-old in 1968 when
she met Patterson in Priozersk (Patterson was reportedly brought to her home
by her step-brother, a Soviet military officer) and received a gift doll from him,
and in 1994 gave this story anonymously by phone to Professor Kolomeyets in
Alma Ata (Russian officials have denied this individual in Kazakhstan was
Patterson and that he and other Americans were taken to the Soviet Union from
Vietnam and kept as “consultants” on US military technology or used for other
purposes. See a related lead of a US Korean War aviator used as an expert at the
Soviet Monino Air Force Academy in the 1950s.)
